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“The city of Atlanta has always had a good spirit." ~ Ivan Allen
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It probably comes as no surprise to you, that when a group of 
Cabbageheads are asked what makes us, us, they mostly say that 
it is you, that makes us who we are. "...when you walk anywhere in 
Cabbagetown to get to a party or some other function, you have to 
leave early. If you don’t, you will be late because there are so many 
people to talk to on the way" says Karin Kane.

Says Ashley McCartney "We are friends in good times and in bad. 
We get stuff done and care about each other and our 'hood, despite 
our differences." And it is our perceived differences that seems to 
weave us together so tightly.

Who are these people that so naturally serve the role of community 
tailors... poetically stitching us all together? A few names came up 
time and time again. Barbara Keeney Harper, Karen Russian, Katie 
Butler, John and Katherine Dirga, Alicia and Dan Thompson, and 
Reverend David DeChant, to name a few.

"Neighbors come together to find solutions that raise the quality of life 
in the neighborhood. At the same time, the folks willing to give their 
time are some of the most approachable, endearing, and fun people 
to be around--which makes hard work seem easy. Chomp & Stomp, 
the Halloween Crawl, and the Christmas Crawl are all good times, not 
to mention the new neighbor parties or events held by the incredible 
businesses of the neighborhood.

And...if at any of these events you should have too much fun, there 
are plenty of professionals around the neighborhood; professionals 
that can help you out of jail (if you get in a scrap) or provide you with 
a mimosa to ease you aching head...whatever your post-party needs 
may be there is someone in Ctown that is probably able and willing to 
help. Gain perspective by taking part and the Christmas Crawl is your 
next opportunity" says Michael McPherson.

Our ability to persevere is one of the traits that has bound us together 
for decades on end. "Cabbagetown survived a difficult paradigm shift 
from being one of Atlanta's most notoriously dangerous neighborhoods 
to becoming one of the most desirable places in the city. Ever since the 
tornado, the sense of community has grown and taken hold, and we are 
now populated by diverse but like-minded people who share a common 
ideal - keep Cabbagetown groovy" says James "Slim" Kelly.

Quirkiness is a word that Cabbageheads often use to describe us 
and our confines. "I am thankful that I get to live in this homespun 
quirky neighborhood. There’s no other place like it! The people I’ve 
met have grown from being acquaintances to friends and even like 
family! Heck, I met my future husband in a Stacks elevator!" Says 
Nina Caltabiano Elsas.

"Cabbagetown is a charming, eclectic, historical neighborhood. I 
LOVE the architecture. Being designated historical, protects us from 
inappropriate development" Says Edie Morton.

Remember that scene at the end of Schindler's List? Oskar Schindler 
heroically saved 1,200 Jews from the death camps. But for Oskar, it 
wasn't enough. He demanded more from himself. 

Cabbageheads are a little like this (a little). We are a pretty darn 
welcoming lot – one of the friendliest neighborhoods in Atlanta – 
yet many of us demand more of ourselves. 

Ashley summed it up best when she said "We have become quite a 
tourist destination and sometimes our small C-town Krewe may be put 
off by that (I am guilty of this as well). Maybe we could be a little more 
welcoming. This phenomenon is, in large part I think, because we are very 
protective of our 'hood and are hesitant about the changes we are 
facing in terms of the development around us and what that brings to 
our small, unique space."

"We could provide a more pedestrian friendly 
environment whether that be providing traffic 
calming measures, not allowing cars to drive/park 
on sidewalks, providing continuous sidewalks, or 
installing lighting for safety at night."  ~ Nicole Seekely

That sentiment dovetails nicely into what Katie Butler shared; "There 
are many things we could be doing better by typical neighborhood 
standards, but the thing I most want us to keep doing – 
and do better – is staying like Cabbagetown. Not  
necessarily "shitty," but original. Outside of the norm. 
To me, the key is figuring out how to help the people 
who are here want to stay here."

1. Atlanta Police Department – Lieutenant Gruen
Slight uptick in crime with change in daylight hours…a neighbor 
asked about burglary last week. APD calls them “robbing crew”.. 
ended up being Whitehall/Gibson that was hit... also happened in 
Kirkwood and East Lake the same morning. Crews do move. APD 
said EAV is getting hit hard with robberies right now.

2. Katie – Hello & Welcome…Grab an agenda. Membership details…fill 
out a 'hood membership form annually to vote at meetings. Motion to 
accept October minutes. Seconded. Unanimously approved.

3. City of Atlanta – Valencia Hudson. Met with Beltline folks. They’re 
looking to put speed tables on Wylie from Krog to Carroll (already 
putting them from Krog to Flat Shoals. Neighbor also asked her to 
look at large pothole on Gaskill. Neighbor asking about parking on 
Berean and how handicapped parking spot gets put in front of house 
of a person with a flat driveway. What can the city do to help alleviate 
parking problems? Another neighbor chimed in how we’ve been 
talking about parking and permit parking. Valencia said lines could be 
put in to help regulate parking efficiency. 

4. Dan Thompson – Treasurer. Balance at the end of October was 
$6,140.31.  A $5,000 check to CI cleared. $71 pizza cleared. $69 Sept 
party fund check cleared. Deposited $1,175.00 in ad revenues. 
Recieved bill for three months of newspaper printing: $4k total. 
Hoping CI helps with $2,900 of it from Chomp edition newspapers.

5. Property Tax/Affordable Housing – Kendall. Explained mission and 
how/why committee was started. Natalyn attended last meeting and 
explained what is being done on westside Beltline area to help keep 
housing affordable. Natalyn promised to get us into priority zone 1 or 
2. She said the best thing to do reach out to elected officals often and 
strategically. Committee doing research on most recently elected 
officials to share and also providing "letter of concern" templates 
for residents to share to try to affect the next decision cycle.

or get involved. Next meeting is early December. Dekalb passed a 
penny sales tax increase to allow for freezing of the property tax rate. 

6. John Dirga – NPU. APD clean car: Adding bicycle cops to L5P. 
Marta said don't use phones by the train doors because they are 
getting snatched. There are TEN code enforcement complaints in our 
neighborhood. Solid Waste bill going up. Probably $60 per. Bulk pick up 
will only be twice a year unless you call for a special pick-up. Phase 1 of 
Zoning Quick Fix is being implemented. Westside Affordable Housing 
District. Pullman Yard being developed by Atomic Entertainment. 
Height is 50 x 90’ limit and no FAR requirement. 85% lot coverage. 100% 
Clean Energy Plan: All city properties to have clean energy by 2035. 
GDOT re-striping and resurfacing from Pearl to Candler to make a 
center turn lane. Shorten pedestrian crossing distances to create more 
walkable environment. 

7. Peyton – Public Safety/Neighborhood Watch
Crime is up a smidge. Masked guy in Cabbagetown Park robbed 
someone night before Chomp. Two home burglaries in Reynoldstown. 
None in CTown in over a year. Keep your damn cars clean! Car break-
ins still our biggest problem. APD Hope unit to help homeless that 
might be sleeping in our area. Tent behind Friendship Baptist. The 
church is okay with him staying there. Citizens police academy 
offered by APD. Free to participate. APD cameras at Krog/Wylie. If the 
camera has a blue light, then it's a APD camera. Leave porch lights on 
with time change since our 'hood lighting is not great. Get a carbon 
monoxide detector since the heat is now on.

8. Hospitality – Laura Bellinger. Christmas Crawl is Dec 16th. Email 
going out to sign-up for things to bring. It's a four-house-crawl: 
appetizers, soup/salad, main course, & dessert. 

9. Chelsea – At-large board member: Volunteering. Let her know 
if volunteers are needed for neighborhood tasks. Alert Katie of 
any neighbors who may need a Thanksgiving basket from annual 
Reynoldstown project.

10. Paul – CI. Thank you to everyone who volunteered for the Chomp. 
Next CI board meeting is December 11th. The Bolsters will have a 
Chomp post-mortem recap in next couple months. 

11. Shaun – Transportation/Traffic Committee. Memorial resurfacing in 
2018. Signal going in at Bill Kennedy and Krobar entrance. Reynoldstown 
Marta station is point of concern. Needs improvement, clean up, and 
handicapped access. Berean parking issue raised by neighbor. Shaun 
proposing Parking Benefits District idea. Revenue goes back to the 
'hood. Savannah/Tennelle neighbor very upset about Carroll Street 
patrons parking on their street, leaving no places for residents. GaTech 
City Planning students are presenting tactical traffic solutions. This is the 
result of our 'hood paying for traffic study and trying to finding solutions. 

Masters City Planning Students. Complete streets design for Berean 
Ave. A one month treatment to see how it affects speeds from Gaskill to 
Tennelle. Potential treatments include: horizontal deflection, alternating 
parking, vertical deflection, contra-flow bike lane striped, sharrows, 
widening the sidewalk, etc...

We are electing a 
Mayor on Dec. 5th in the runoff election, 
and the woman that takes the helm at 
City Hall is going to lead the city at an 
important time in Atlanta’s growth. 

Many people are disappointed with the 
choice, myself included. After all, 53% of 
the voters cast their ballots for candidates 
that are not in the runoff. 

In some ways, this is a wakeup call. 
Although Dec. 5th is the day we have to choose between the two 
Mayoral candidates, we can choose right now to be more involved 
in the city so that our voices are heard consistently.

Cathy Woolard hosted a conversation with the two candidates at 
the Carter Center on Nov. 28th, then held a press conference where 
she announced that after much struggle and internal debate, she 
has decided to endorse Mary Norwood. Some of her supporters 
were surprised, but she was faced with a very difficult situation and 
went out of her way to give the candidates an opportunity to earn 
her (and her voters) support before making a decision. 

Although I am a huge Cathy supporter and respect her tremendously, 
her endorsement does not provide a definitive answer. I’m still truly 
undecided and I’ll be ‘holding my nose’ one way or the other on Tuesday. 

What I can say for certain is that we must do better as a city. We must 
show up and participate. It’s vital; now more than ever. The 53% who 
voted for someone else have to stay engaged so that their hopes for 
the city are not forgotten. It’s up to each of us. We must do better.

Chomp Chili
Champions

With winter right around the corner, it is time to start fortifying 
your garden for the coming months. Atlanta typically experiences 
cold, wet winters with a lot of fluctuating temperatures, 
providing gardeners with many unique challenges.

Watering is still crucial at this time of the year, especially for your new 
plantings. Deep weekly soakings through fall will help your plants 
have the best possible chance for survival through the winter months.  
Wet soil provides good insulation for roots against freezing temps.

Mulching is also important, but your timing on this will need to be 
precise. Wait until after the first frost to lay a thick layer of mulch. 
The objective with mulch will be to regulate the soil temperature, 
not raise it. A 3”- 4” layer of mulch around the base of the plant, 
completely covering the roots is ideal. Take care not to pile too much 
at the crown of the plant, though, as moisture will collect and can 
cause damage. There are plenty of choices available when it comes 
to mulch, but don’t discount your own leaf litter as a viable option!

Fertilizing and pruning are both things that you should resist 
until spring. Fertilizer promotes new growth which will not have 
time to harden off before the cold sets in. Once fertilizer is in 
the soil, it will be impossible for the plants to absorb it all before 

they go dormant. The 
leftover fertilizer will 
sit on the roots all 
winter and can cause 

extensive damage. A better option for this time of year is to top 
dress with ¼” to ½” of worm castings which will slowly leach 
down into the soil and help replace nutrients absorbed during 
the growing season.  

Pruning can be hard to resist, but holding off will ultimately yield 
better results for your plants. Like fertilizer, pruning will stimulate 
tender new growth that will not be able to withstand the impending 
winter conditions. The resulting wounds can also open up the 
opportunity for disease and rot to set in while the plant is dormant. 
Perennials might not be the most attractive things in your garden this 
time of year, but leaving the stems can provide some winter interest as 
well as much needed protection for the plants and for wildlife. If you 
must, wait until after the first killing frost to ensure the plant is fully 
dormant before pruning.

Containers will also need special considerations during the winter 
months. Fluctuating temperatures will cause excess moisture 
in the soil to freeze and thaw, which can cause cracking in your 
pots. Raising your pots off the ground with pot feet will help allow 
that excess moisture to drain. If you are concerned about frost 
damage, the best option is to cluster your pots together and wrap 
them using burlap, blankets, hay bales, etc. for insulation.  

Once you have gotten your garden ready and your tools tucked 
in for the winter it’s time for you to settle in with a warm drink 
and rest up. Spring will be here before you know it!

Second Chance Animal Rescue 
of Puerto Rico has a very unique 
and touching story as they are 
still without power and running 
water in the interior of Puerto 
Rico with over 150 pets to tend to.

Many of 
us right here in Cabbagetown felt 
the affects of Hurricane Irma as 
some of us were without power 
approaching 30 hours and others 
housed temporary refuges from 
both Irma and Harvey.

Both Hurricanes Harvey and Irma 
gleaned national attention due to 
the fact that they both impacted 
the mainland of the U.S. and brought widespread devastation. 
While our national disaster relief agencies were struggling from 
these back-to-back storms, we on the mainland were largely 
spared from the affects of Hurricane Maria that laid waste to the 
Caribbean. Hurricane Maria made landfall on November 20th in 
Puerto Rico as a Cat. 5 storm that tracked right down the middle 
of the island from east to west.  

As it stands right now most in Puerto Rico are still without 
power and clean running water to drink. Many have to flee their 
homeland and find safe confines elsewhere. Many are fleeing to 
the U.S. with what little possessions they still own. 

However, one possession they are not able to flee with – at least 
via air travel – are their pets, unless they are under 20lbs. Many 
are just leaving their pets at the airport as they board planes for 
other destinations. Are you wondering "why would anybody just 
leave their pet at the airport?"  

Well, the Federal Government has laid claim to any extra cargo 
space in the belly of a plane that is not being used for luggage.  
This is being done to aid in the recovery effort and make certain 
that supplies continue to flow into the country.  The real issue is 
that this applies to outgoing flights from Puerto Rico, which is 
preventing the ability to crate a pet and have them ride in the 
cargo hold of the plane. 

Many of us who are pet owners can’t imagine the heartbreak 
of leaving your beloved family pet behind. This has to add 
unimaginable emotions to an already bad situation. It’s this very 
thought that has sparked a few of us here in Cabbagetown to try 
to bring some awareness to this issue and help raise money to 
get as many of these pets back with their owners as possible.
