Beachfront Property 
in Reynoldstown

This is sure to be the biggest game-changer in 
Reynoldstown... until the next chapter of Hulsey 
Yard unfolds. This past month, the seven acres 
that comprise Stein Steel (founded in 1923), 
went up for sale. No word yet about the future 
of the company or the fate of the 80-plus folks 
who work there.

Those in the real estate industry describe the 
land as "beachfront" 
property because of it's 
more than 900 feet of 
Beltline frontage. The 
idea being that Beltline 
property is as valuable 
and as sought after as 
beachfront property.  
No word yet as to a price 
for the property, but 
between $20M and $30M 
would not be surprising.

Speculation as to 
redevelopment of the 
property will probably 
percolate for many 
months. The new 
owner could slice up 
the land and sell individual lots. More likely, 
a developer will build high density housing 
along with commercial space to maximize 
return on investment and take full advantage 
of current zoning. 

Stein Steel paid upwards of $15k in Atlanta 
and county property taxes in 2019. Tax 
revenue will surely rise with redevelopment, 
as will property values in the immediate area. 

According to Josh Green – who writes for 

Curbed Atlanta – The potential zoning 
designation – MRC-3 – would allow for mixed 
residential and commercial uses, with height 
restrictions.

Per the listing, the site’s potential density could 
exceed two million square feet – roughly the 
size of Ponce City Market. Stein Steel provided 
the structural framing for Atlanta Dairies’s 

new music venue and steel porches at 
Reynoldstown’s Mattie Branch community.

Other recent Stein Steel fabrication projects 
include the Atlanta Hawks new practice 
facility, a pedestrian bridge spanning Clifton 
Road at Emory University, and 
work at Tyler Perry Studios’s 
phase one at the former Fort 
McPherson army complex.

CNIA President's Letter

The Stacks Gets Green-er

Long before high-density housing became 
a thing, Fulton Cotton Mill Lofts and The 
Stacks was leading the way in Atlanta. 

It wasn't just a smart real estate venture, 
it was a notable effort in re-purposing, 
saving building materials, and preserving 
land and history. 

Today, The Stacks and Fulton Cotton 
Mill Lofts boasts 535 homes and 
it's the address for over a thousand 
Cabbageheads.

There are some things that just come naturally to our magical 
little village. Fortunately, trying to be environmentally concious 
is one of those things. 

For almost two decades now, folks at The Stacks have been 
dedicated recyclers. Stackians fill sixty large recycling bins every 
week. That's 18,000 pounds of recycled materials diverted from 
landfills every week. 864,000 pounds (432 tons) every year.

TWENTY YEARS OF RECYCLING 
Do the math and the numbers are staggering. Using equations 
generated by Standford University – over the past twenty years, 
The Stacks has saved 259,200 cubic yards of landfill space.

Have we saved a bunch of kilowatt hours of energy?  
Yup, to the tune of 49,887,360 Kwh hours.

How 'bout oil? Have we saved oil?  
Yup. Roughly 140,832 barrels of oil have been saved. 
What about BTUs? Are you ready for this?  
We've saved 846,720,000,000 BTUs. 

Now, some Stackians are looking to up the game even further. 
Several months ago, Adele Stewart approached The Stacks 
Condominium Owners Association and expressed her desire to 
create a Sustainability Committee. COA Vice-President, Dionne 
Gule jumped on board, and before long, these two ladies were 
harnessing the energy of throngs of Cabbageheads. 

Their first major effort was collecting old paint, diverting it 
away from the landfill and donating it to Forward Warrior!!

They next set their sights on composting. They are linking arms 
with CompostNow and putting together a smart plan to do 
Stacks-wide composting. The effort won't officially kick-off 
for a month or two, but composting bins have already been 
spotted around The Stacks as they get ready to make the 
world a better place.

This month, Adele and Dionne are hosting a Sustainability at 
the Stacks meeting. They'll gather like-minded folks – along 
with Nola, the official Stacks Sustainability Hound – to discuss 
all things sustainability. 

Says Adele, "We are still workshopping our mission statement, 
but I think we would all agree that our goal is to make concious 
living more accessible for Stackians. Our first initiative – gathering 
leftover paint to donate to Forward Warrior!! – is a great example 
of the type of simple, practical, and effective projects we will bring 
to The Stacks."

The 62nd Annual Grammy Awards took place this past month – and 
one of Cabbagetown's favourite sons, David Crowder – was in the 
running for Best Contemporary Christian Music Album.

Burn The Ships ending up winning for their album "KING & 
COUNTRY" but the real celebration was for Crowder's fifth 
nomination honouring his album "I Know A Ghost" – representing 
a quantum leap in musical artistry for Crowder.

Crowder recently sat down for an interview with Melissa Ruggieri 
and the AJC. It wasn’t apathy, but maybe nonchalance that 
overcame Crowder when he learned in November that he was 
nominated for a Grammy Award.

“I’m in a dead sleep. I’m sleeping like, crazy good sleep. Like infant 
sleep. My wife hits me. I wake up like, ‘Oh my word! What in the 
world?!’ and she says, ‘You’re nominated for a Grammy for the album.’ 
I go, wait, the whole album? And she says, ‘Yes, the whole album.’ I’m 
like, that’s amazing! And then I went back to sleep.”

When Crowder first moved to Atlanta, he settled in Cabbagetown, 
specifically at The Stacks. He told Ruggieri about our train tracks 
and the idea that “you can look at the train tracks as a thing that 
divides, or you can turn the other way and see it as a thing that unites. 

I think a lot of times it’s just that our perspective needs to be shifted a 
little bit. I try to do that in some small way with the music.”

What's Crowder up to now? Good question. He’s retooling some 
previous works (“to make new entities out of old entities”), but says 
he doesn’t yet have a “good angle” on a fresh album. However, he 
might experiment with dropping new songs online, as a sort of 
“breadcrumb trail.”

As is often the case, reporters eventually turn their attention to 
Crowder's trademark beard. He jokes that the beard began as a long 
goatee “back in the Limp Bizkit days”. He pauses to recall how long it’s 
been in current form and lobs another humorous anecdote.

“Me and my wife were traveling to Mexico for vacation last year, 
and as we were getting through customs, the guy looked at me and 
started chuckling and said, ‘How long have you had the beard?’ I 
started doing the math, and the year 2000 was the last time I shaved 
it off. At the dawn of the millennium I did this spiritual cleanse thing,” 
he said. “I came out of the bathroom (after shaving off the beard and 
hair) and my wife said, ‘Put it back now!’ So I took prenatal vitamins 
and used (Mane ‘n Tail) shampoo. So I told the customs guy it had 
been 18 years, and he started laughing and said, ‘I am 18. Your beard 
is as old as me!’”

Illumine Returns to 
Oakland Cemetery

Oakland Cemetery comes alive again this spring with Illumine, 
its annual after-dark arts event. On the evenings of April 23rd - 
25th and April 30th - May 3rd, visitors will wander through all-new 
displays set against the inspiring backdrop of Atlanta’s skyline.

This year’s expanded event will focus on the cemetery’s 3.2-
acre historic African American Burial Grounds and the newly 
restored Women’s Comfort Station, highlighting the lives of 
the men and women who created them, managed them, and 
whose stories they tell.

Illumine 2020 will use light, shadow, sound and texture to share 
the stories of Black Atlantans who built and shaped the city 
from its origins as a railroad crossing to its arrival as a global 
city, while persisting against unequal treatment and legalized 
discrimination.  
 
You’ll discover how an investigation of Oakland’s now-unmarked 
graves shines a light on 19th century African American burial 
practices, how Oakland’s physical landscape was wrought by the 
class and racial issues of the day, and how the photography of 
Victorian-era luminary Thomas Askew unveils a rich tableau of 
middle and upper-class African American life in Atlanta.  
 
You’ll see dozens of artistic displays including lanterns, light-
boxes, illuminated headstones, mausolea, and botanicals as well 
as archival images and film projected throughout the cemetery.  

Illumine will also feature live music, craft cocktails, and an 
Oakland pop-up shop. Tickets go on sale to Historic Oakland 
Foundation members on February 17th.

Love City 
February 14th is Valentine’s Day, so what 
better place to be than Love City? The no-
passport-required, Caribbean destination 
St. John, USVI, is surely a place to fall in 
love with. 

St. John was coined “Love City” around 
the 70’s when each of the three U.S. Virgin 
Islands picked up a nickname. St. Thomas 
became “Rock City” due to its terrain, St. 
Croix became “Twin City” due to the two 
main cities on that island, and St. John, 

the smallest of the three islands, got the best nickname, “Love 
City.” This mysterious, under-the-radar island was – and still is – the 
place to go to relax, boat, hike, or honeymoon. 

It’s always interesting to learn how names of places come about. 
When the Fulton Bag and Cotton Mill began operations in 1881, 
Cabbagetown was built around the mill for the workers to live. 
Many of the mill workers were recruited from the Appalachian 
region of north Georgia. They were largely of Scots-Irish descent 
and grew cabbages in their front yards. There was a distinct smell 
of cooking cabbage coming from the neighborhood, hence the 
name Cabbagetown! 

Love City, or St. John, is a fun little island. When you arrive by 
ferry, you are right on the little strip of sand where all the bars and 
restaurants are. It’s also the pick-up location for catamaran day 
trips you can take for snorkeling excursions or island hopping to 
the British Virgin Islands (BVI). You will need your passport if you 
plan one of these day trips. I recommend going to Virgin Gorda 
(it’s absolutely stunning) and Yost Van Dyke to visit the famous 
beach bars Soggy Dollar and Foxy’s. 

If you want your vacation solely on St. John, you have so much to 
choose from. You can hike Ram Head, Reef Bay, or Drunk Bay trails. 
Or enjoy the beaches of Cinnamon Bay or Honeymoon Beach. Or 
stay on the main little strip of sand (Cruz Bay Beach) and go to the 
Beach Bar or High Tide. Spend an afternoon at Caneel Bay Resort 
and have an amazing lunch and enjoy the beach there. Another 
insider tip is to rent a zodiac for an afternoon and cruise to your 
own island. Bring a sandwich and some rum and enjoy! The best 
brunch spot is Banana Deck. Kim is the best bartender in the 
islands! Ask for her! 

Stay in Cruz Bay if you can. There’s plenty of Airbnb options, or you 
can stay just up the hill at the Estate Lindholm. A cute little cozy spot 
with breakfast included. If you want to put some money into the trip, 
stay at Caneel Bay. Or as suggested earlier, just take a day trip there. 

And getting to Love City? Delta has direct flights from ATL to 
STT (St. Thomas). From St. Thomas you take a take a ferry to St. 
John. At the ferry terminal, grab a mango beer for the ride. Learn 
more about this light Caribbean pale ale with a hint of mango at 
stjohnbrewers.com.
