Most Cabbageheads got an
unwelcomed notice from the tax man
a handful of days ago. And we're not
alone. Fulton County residents face a
25% median increase. It gets worse for
Atlantans who will be smacked with
a median increase of 33%, And it gets
MUCH worse for neighborhoods near
the Beltline (like us).

BIDLACK R.J. Morris, who serves on the Fulton
County Board of Assessors, said

“I'd say about one-third of the people in Atlanta are going to see
a greater than 50
percent increase.
Soyou're talking
about some
people are going
to see 70%,

80%, 100%".

What can

we do? We

can submit

an appeal to
the Board of
Assessors.
Homeowners
have forty-

five days to
appeal their tax
assessments to
Fulton County.

"If we don't
fight, we can't
pay this... we're
going to have
to sell our
house," said
concerned
homeowner
Amber
Brannon, who
planned on
living in her Cabbagetown home for good; her assessment
has her worried she could be priced out of her neighborhood,
after her statement in the mail told her she could possibly pay
8,713 for 2018.

Brannon's statement from Fulton County estimated her home
at *648,000, when last year's fair market value was $295,700.
She's rightly baffled how the county came up with those

numbers. "All around us [are homes] that are bigger... and they're
all way under the 648 [thousand]," Brannon said, who had been
through the appeal process once before, and won.

Property tax consultant Andy Goldstein advises people to
submit a detailed-as-possible appeal with plenty of documents
attached. "Most homeowners want to appeal on the grounds of
value and uniformity," Goldstein said.

He suggests to add as many photos as possible showing
issues with your home that devalue the property, or issues
with the neighborhood. "If you live next to a landfill. Flooding
basements. Serious structural issues. If you have any estimates of
what it costs to fix."

Your appeal should
also include
comparables: What
are similar homes in
your neighborhood
selling for? What are
their values? You
should also research
renovations that may
drive up the values
of other homes, but
shouldn't drive up
yours.

"If you're being
compared to a house
that has been totally
renovated, they
shouldn't be valued
the same," he said.

Goldstein advises
most people, even if
you win the appeal,
to bring the case
before the Board of
Equalization; only
that measure will
guarantee that your
rate will be locked
in for three years. If
you don't appear before the board, your rate will apply for
just one year.

Due to the overwhelming outcry from good, tax paying
citizens, the board of assessors recently agreed to look again
at more than 80,000 properties that might have been wrongly
appraised. No word yet if Cabbagetown homes are amongst
those 80,000.
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Shooting: Zone 6

On May 25, 2018 at approximately 8p, Zone 6 Units received a call of
shots fired at 537 Park Avenue SE. Prior to units arriving, the call was
upgraded to that of a person shot.

Units arrived to this location and did not find any person shot.
Additional information came in that a male victim from this incident
was at Atlanta Medical Center. He stated that he was on the basketball
court at Grant Park when someone started shooting after which he was
transported to Atlanta Medical Center by a female in her vehicle.

Units responded to the area of Cherokee Street after information came
in that there were males that were possibly suspects or involved. One
male subject fled upon sight of the police and while running away
dropped a handgun. The handgun was recovered by officers and the
male was apprehended after a brief foot chase and charged.

While units were searching the area, another suspect fled from officers
and dropped a handgun as well. That handgun was also recovered

by officers, however, the suspect was able to elude officers and was
not apprehended. Two additional shooting victims were later located
at Grady Hospital who were self transported after the incident. Both
victims stated they were on the basketball court with a large group of
people when shots were fired and they were struck.

The Atlanta Police Gun Assault Unit responded and will be the investigative
unit. The incident does not appear random and there are indications that
the parties involved knew each other. The investigation continues.

The first all-condo building developed in close proximity
to the Beltline since the popular Eastside Trail opened five
years ago could bring 29 new residences to O4W.

“Airline” is expected to be built about a block south of Krog
Street Market by Studioplex, at 22 Airline St.

All other residential communities that have risen since the East-
side Trail took shape have included apartments or townhomes,
though condo projects near the Beltline in Reynoldstown (plus
a townhome component) and Cabbagetown (where the trail
doesn't yet exist) are in the works.

Capital City said its new residences will boast “modern inte-
riors and an industrial exterior that complements the historic
industrial look of the booming Old Fourth Ward neighbor-
hood,” according to the firm’s website.

The new dwellings will range from 640 to 1,400 square feet
and cost between 300,000 and *600,000 or more, according
to the Atlanta Business Chronicle.

The complex will feature a rooftop hangout replete with a
fire pit, an outdoor kitchen, a pet washing station — because
who wants a dirty dog in their bathtub? — and bike storage.

Airline’s construction could kick off within the next few weeks,
and the homes are slated for a summer 2019 delivery.

June 23" The Connells @ Variety Playhouse - What was commonly
called College Music in the 80's was a rather tenuous concept, but
the Connells could have been an encyclopedia entry summarizing
the sound. Often compared to REM (but missing the very unique
quality that made REM so REM), the Connells nevertheless made
great strides in spreading the poppy, jangly guitar, optimistic
vocal sound around the country.

Reluctant Cabbageheads

Isn't it funny how our memory can remember certain things,

I mean right down to the way something smelled... at that
particular moment? Then when there's something you
desperately want to remember, and your memory is like, ‘Ha! Good
luck with that'

So, though | wish that | could give you all exact dates for everything,
| can only give a general timeline of how things unfolded.

The next chapter in the Cabbagetown story revolves heavily
around Dan Bogdon, and the creation of the Cabbagetown
Neighbor, and the neighborhood watch.

Did you know that the first issue of the Neighbor was printed
twenty-six years ago? That's
right, it was sometime in
1992, after the second

or third Cabbagetown
Neighborhood
Improvement Association
(CNIA) meeting. Dan had
the idea that we should
publish a local newsletter
to keep everyone up

to date on the things

going on in CNIA and
Cabbagetown as a whole.

Dan was the vice president
of CNIA at the time. He

and his partner lived in

the house on the corner of
Gaskill and Iswald. Not only
was he a founding member
of CNIA, he was the one who
spearheaded writing up the
CNIA bylaws. | learned a lot
in those days about "Robert
and his rules of order” which as a teen, | have to admit, was about as
exciting as reading “the Ferengi Rules of Acquisition”

| digress, anyway another thing that Dan was heavily involved in
was the formation of the neighborhood watch, along with Carolyn
Edwards (my mom), and Rosiland Roy (a delightful woman who
bore an uncanny resemblance to Kathy Najimi and did an amazing
impression of Mary Sanderson).

For Dan, Rozz, and my mom it was imperative that they set up

a neighborhood watch. While we were still settling back in to
Cabbagetown life, Dan and Rozz had experienced some rough
times well before we moved back. Dan and Gordon were one of
the first openly gay couples to move to Cabbagetown. While there
were some old-timers who everyone knew were gay and lesbian,

Back in the day. Officer "Slick" Sullivan with Dwayne Bales. August 5%, 1982. On Carroll St.

it was all treated as a family secret, and something that was only
acceptable because they were family.

Early on, Dan had bricks thrown through his windows, people
defecated in their yard, and it all culminating in someone

spray painting FAGGOT on their house. Rozz had been doing
renovations on her house on Powell St, and was constantly having
people steal tools and other building materials.

They reached out to APD and asked what the neighborhood could
do in conjunction with the police, to make Cabbagetown safer.
APD stepped up and helped out with extra patrols. They attended
CNIA meetings frequently and even helped set up a youth
baseball team to help keep the teens out of trouble. This of course
was no cure all, but it did lead to a drop in crime, enough that my
mom received an award on behalf of the CNIA from police chief
Eldrin Bell in recognition
of their involvement in
making Cabbagetown a
little safer.

As I'm writing this I'm
reminded of the first thing
| wrote for the Neighbor,

it was nothing glamorous,
but my first article was the
minutes from the monthly
CNIA meeting.

Later | wrote about
issues facing teens in

the neighborhood - and
even collaborated with a
local artist, Robert from
Savannah Street — on a
short lived comic about a
teen named Qtip.

Unfortunately, Dan did
not stick around to see
what Cabbagetown would
become. Even though things had gotten better, they were still
pretty bad. Gaskill Street being the hub of criminal activity - my
mom and Dan were ripe targets.

Shortly before CNIA helped bring a lawsuit against CSX, Dan and
his partner received a threat to leave, or their house would be
burnt down. It was attached to yet another brick thrown through
the window, that narrowly missed Gordon’s head. That was it. They
resigned from CNIA and moved away.

I've looked him up on social media, to no avail. | would love for
him to see that his efforts were not in vain, and to see what my
mom got to see, that the things they started are still going strong
at this time. | would love for him to see that all the struggles and
sacrifices they made... paid off.

According to Bloomberg.com, only two other prospective states
are less liberal than us: Texas and Tennessee. They are seldom
mentioned as serious contenders. Of the top seventeen states,
thirteen are more liberal than us.

An Atlanta Journal Constitution analysis in January of the twenty
finalist communities put Atlanta near the top in measures of
airport connectivity, educated workforce, quality of life, diversity
and business climate. Atlanta is middle of the pack for housing
affordability and cost of living, though Atlanta is among the
worst for traffic congestion.

The state approved a hike in the fuel tax for roads and bridges

a few years ago. Atlanta voters in 2016 approved a $2.5 billion
half-penny sales tax for transit expansion, and state lawmakers
approved a pathway for metro counties to vote to join a regional
transit network. Will it be enough? Stay tuned.
