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The question has been posed, and it’s an 
interesting one: How can the Krog Street Market 
possibly be delivered by this summer? 

Marketed as “the last remaining undeveloped 
commercial space in Inman Park Village,” the 
market venture is one facet of a $70 million 
project that abuts the Beltline. In October, Paces 
closed on several adjacent parcels that, along 
with Tyler Perry’s former 66,000 square-foot 
studio, included Stove Works, the sleek dining 
and office complex that houses Rathbun’s 
Restaurant, and several smaller adjacent parcels. 
The reported price tag was $13.4 million for 
the combined nine acres. Earlier, Paces officials 
said the market will be fully operational by 

November, adding that every tenant will be 
local. Even the post-industrial and iconic bridge 
over Krog will be renovated and used for 
pedestrians crossing between the buildings.

The only quasi-confirmed tenant is acclaimed 
Atlanta chef Ford Fry, of The Optimist and JCT 
Kitchen fame. Fry plans to open a 5,000 square-
foot, Texas-style taqueria within the project. 
Eater Atlanta, Curbed’s foodie companion, 
reports the restaurant will feature a large 
stage for live music and an 
“awesome patio,” per 
anonymous insiders. Still, 
those exciting offerings are 
roughly a year away.

The next neighborhood meeting will 
be held on Tuesday, May 15th, 7p at 
the Cabbagetown Community Center.

Association: General Meeting
April 23rd, 2013 – Cabbagetown Hall (Community Center)
Minutes by Recording Secretary, Whitney Cheesbro

1. Meeting called to order by President Lyn Deardorff at 7:05p.

2. Minutes of the March meeting approved unanimously.

3. Treasurer’s report:  – Karin starting funds were $6,376.95.  Expenses: $1,273.31 
for printing, $51.62 for food from 97 Estoria for March Meeting, $29.20 for office 
supplies. $ 2,040.00 ad revenue was deposited. The ending balance is $6,792.62. 

4. Roll call party upcoming on April 19th.  Welcome new neighbors. Everyone is 
invited to the party on the 19th at 167 Savannah St. at 7p.

5. Cabbagetown Initiative: $165,740 in bank. $70,235 available for operations.

Peachy Park is almost complete. CI has created a park committee lead by 
Tova Baruch. This is an open committee if anyone has an interest to join.  

6. Historic Preservation:  Jared states it has been a busy few months. HP is 
sending a letter to council woman Natalyn Archibong regarding zoning and 
land use issues along Memorial Ave to correspond with the beltline overlay. HP 
is studying sidewalks, taking inventory of which sidewalks are walkable, and 
which areas need repairs. HP will engage with the city to improve sidewalks.  

Louise at 615 Gaskill received a citation that states an arbor built onto the 
house is not within historic guidelines. She states she needs the arbor due 
to medical issues. It keeps the porch clear of debris and she is prone to falls.  
Motion made to approve arbor as exception and write a letter of support was 
approved unanimously.

265 Tye St and 267 Tye St are existing houses that the owner wishes to 
renovate. After a discussion of the issues relating to the height of the 265 
Tye addition and setback rules for 267 Tye, the HP recommends writing 
a letter of support for both applications. Motion to write support letter 
approved unanimously.  

261 Powell St is an empty lot where the owner wants to subdivide and build 
two houses. This request had not been brought to the HP for approval first. It 
is standard procedure for the HP if there is an issue on the UDC agenda and 
HP do not know about it; by default they write a letter to the UDC to deny 
the application. Approval was denied by UDC staff. 

Ron Fisher, owner of Cube Gallery, wants to improve the property on Memorial 
Drive for commercial use. There are several challenges; ingress and egress, 
placement of the dumpster, limited parking, tree height, and streetlights.   
Cabbagetown wants to set the tone for the entrance to the neighborhood.     

7. APD: Officer Shaver announced a new initiative to get code enforcement 
from the city to review abandoned homes to protect and secure vacant 
properties. There are about 35 addresses in the last week that Ofc. Shaver 
examined. These properties will be screened for having a placard placed 
outside the property. Placarded properties enable APD to arrest trespassers.  
Ofc. Milledge caught a burglar breaking into a house last week, caught and 
arrested the individual.  

Ofc. Shaver notes that there are some undercover operations in the 
neighborhood that are having good results and will share when they get 

some arrests. The operation is targeting auto larcenies and thefts in our 
Cabbagetown neighborhood.

9. Public Safety – Matt notes that block captains will go door to door soon.  
Expect some classes and events for public safety soon. Barb reported on 
the successful Cabbagetown Five-0 event. Thanks to the team: Matt, Joe, 
Stan, Mosby, Kyle, Robert, and the 18 businesses that sponsored the event! 
Preliminary amount is $2,000 for the CSP and $1,000 for NW.  

10. Boulevard Tunnel Initiative: Nicki reports that the BTI has a FB page, like 
stop by and like us!  Will start fundraising soon and May 18th is the cleanup day 
from 9am until 12pm.  Come celebrate afterwards at Noni’s on Edgewood.  

11. Food Truck and Movie Nights at Cabbagetown Park: Shirley from Sweet 
Treats is putting together these events for every 1st and 3rd Friday of the month. 
So far, May, June, and July are all booked. Shirley is thinking of a donation 
bucket to pass around to cover expenses.  

12. Air quality report: This is a partnership with Georgia Tech to investigate 
air quality.

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SEABA and Walmart
By SEABA Board Members 

On Thursday, April 18th, 2013, members of the Board of Directors 
for the South East Atlanta Business Association (SEABA) met 
with representatives of Walmart concerning the proposed 
development of the LaFarge property located at 800 Glenwood 
near the Glenwood Park Development. 

Walmart representatives had contacted SEABA Chair Ashley 
McCartney seeking a meeting to discuss SEABA’s position on the 
large box retail development proposed for the property. 

In agreeing to the meeting, SEABA Board members wanted 
to communicate directly to Walmart representatives that the 
organization’s opposition to the planned project by Atlanta 
developer Jeff Fuqua was not opposition directed at Walmart. 

Rather, SEABA opposes any plan which ignores the Atlanta 
Beltline Overlay and does not fully comply with the Subarea 
4 Masterplan, created by the Atlanta Beltline, Inc., community 
involvement process and approved by the City Council.

The SEABA Board had previously voted to support the written 
opposition and comments prepared by Neighborhood Planning 
Unit W (NPU W) to the proposed development. 

“We had a frank and honest exchange,” said McCartney. “We 
are pro-business growth in Southeast Atlanta,” she continued, 
“However, we believe in responsible development that complies with 
and supports the thousands of community hours spent working to 
develop the Subarea 4 Masterplan for the Beltline and the Beltine 
Overlay. This project, in its current form, just does not do that.” 

The contact from Walmart representatives with SEABA was some 
of the first public acknowledgement of the identity of the anchor 
tenant for the currently proposed 144,000 square foot retail store 
planned by Fuqua. 

Fuqua had always declined to identify his client and SEABA’s 
opposition to the project has never been directed solely at any 
particular corporation or entity. “This is not an anti-Walmart 
campaign,” says McCartney, “our opposition is solely about the 
project as it is currently presented.” 

“SEABA remains committed to its members and constituent 
neighborhoods,” says McCartney. “Neighborhood scale 
development with mixed residential and business opportunities that 
retain the traditional flavor and feel of this historic portion of Atlanta 
is what the Subarea 4 Masterplan calls for. The current Fuqua plan 
neither honors the history of this part of the City nor the volunteer 
commitment which led to the creation of the Masterplan.”

Good Caio!

Who doesn’t love Italian? Take a pleasant walk, work up a little 
appetite and mange! at BoccaLupo. It’s the latest addition to our 
growing list of  “eateries we can walk to”.

Some may recall a restaurant called 
“Sauced”. It just never quite made it. 
That’s where BoccaLupo just opened. 
It’s at the corner of Edgewood Avenue 
and Waddell Street (the western edge 
of Inman Park) – just an easy stroll 
through the Krog tunnel.

The interior of BoccaLupo is nothing to 
shout about – pretty much your typical 
neighborhood Italian trattoria-cozy 
and spare. Outside is nice. They have a 

covered patio in the rear with several tables and a very pleasant 
atmosphere. There’s also a clever little front porch for waiting and 
drinking. Oh, yeah, they have a full bar.

OK, so much for the ambience – pleasant  enough.
Now let’s get to the good stuff – food and wine.

The management has worked hard to provide a very nice wine 
selection. Of course, there are plenty of red and white Italians. 
I had a glass of Chianti Classico which was well worth the 
$10 price – a generous pour. They also have a good selection 
of west coast wines and the nice thing is they’re reasonably 
priced, $6 to $12 per glass. A good selection ranging from $31 to 
somewhere in the 60’s per bottle.

It’s definitely genuine Italian BUT – it’s American! First of all, 
nearly all the pastas are made right in their own kitchen. The 
rest of the ingredients are sourced in the U.S. – no Italian 
imports – keeps the costs down. At Atlanta’s La Pietra Cucina, 
Chef Bruce Logue focused on what he calls the “handmade 
aspects” of Italian cuisine. But his experiences with Mario Batali’s 
Babbo still define his style. 

My charming dinner companion, Lyn ordered the “black 
spaghetti with calamari and homemade sausage”. She shared. 
It was beautifully presented and perfectly seasoned – just a 
little heat, but not so much that you were screaming for more 
ice water. A great dish. 

My dish was linguine with Sapelo Island clams, ramps and a 
sauce that made me want to order a bucketful.

Some lovely pistachio semi-freddo to finish it off and a leisurely 
stroll back through the tunnel made it a pretty-close-to-perfect 
evening. Give Bocca Lupo a try. I think you’ll like it.

What is it doing here? What are its 
plans? What can it do? Is it a threat?

I know all that sounds needlessly paranoid. Everyone knows 
that babies are cute, and generally law abiding. But I can’t help 
think long thoughts of the future anytime I see one of these 
guys. I still think of myself as young (because I’m delusional), 
but these guys are going to learn real quick. I know, because 
I’ve seen it happen. Those babies are just taking it all in, biding 
their time until they spot the flaw in your doctoral thesis.

I think about how confusing it must be to be a baby, too. 
A normal day is a pretty big leap of faith for a baby: I, like 
a baby, enjoy eating, sleeping, and pooping, but I’ve got a 
pretty long track record of that stuff. I can be pretty sure that 
tomorrow holds more of the same. For the baby, these things 
are still new and unfamiliar. It must take a while before it 
stops being a surprise.

Imagine how bad it is being on a plane, though. I feel like the 
baby deserves an explanation for that state of affairs. “Okay, 
we are going to surround you with people for four hours or so. 
These people are strangers, and you’ll never see them again. 
Your ears are going to hurt real bad, and then it will be loud for a 
long time, and then your ears will hurt real bad again, and then 
there will be a bump and it will be over.” 

“We have to do this so that you can see a person called your 
great-grandmother. She is also a stranger to you, but we know 
her and can vouch for your good character.”

I guess I’m trying to say that babies must not be able to 
appreciate the utility of going one place or another. Sort of 
like plants. I’m not sure I’m the right person to explain it to 
them, either. 

I’m sitting in a hotel as I write this, traveling for work, and I’m 
not sold on the idea myself. Why am I not at home? I think I 
deserve an explanation, too.

Whereas, the Cabbagetown Neighborhood Improvement 
Association (CNIA) seeks to promote the general welfare and 
quality of life of the Cabbagetown community, and	
Whereas, a developer has submitted plans and an application to 
construct a retail center in excess of 175,000 square feet  in the

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18-story tall ferris wheel for Atlanta?

A Ferris wheel could become a fixture in downtown Atlanta. An 
affiliate of St. Louis-based Pacific Development LLC has filed plans 
for a 180-foot-tall Ferris wheel called 
“SkyView.”

The group wants to test the idea May 
1 through July 31, but intends to seek 
approval “for an extended duration of 
operations,” according to the plans. 

The Ferris wheel would sit on a parking 
lot owned by the Tabernacle at the 
corner of Luckie St, Centennial Olympic 
Park Drive and Nassau St.

The amusement would feature 42 fully 
enclosed climate-controlled gondolas 
that fit six people each. Rides are expected to take twelve to fif-

teen minutes and promise views of Centennial Olympic Park and 
the downtown skyline.

The operators expect to attract 
1,000 to 3,000 passengers each day, 
according to the plans. It would 
operate seven days a week, from 10a 
to midnight.

Pacific Development operates other 
ferris wheels in Myrtle Beach, South 
Carolina and Florida, according to its 
application.

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When city officials announced plans to replace the Edgewood 
Avenue bridge, the shops and restaurants closest to it were 
concerned about how it would affect customer traffic.

The city sought to reassure shopkeepers, by reminding motorists 
affected stores would remain open. But three weeks into the 
work, some shops say business has been affected.

“We have received a lot of calls asking if we’re open,” Hong 
Vu, manager of Miso Izakaya, a popular Japanese eatery on 
Edgewood told East Atlanta Patch.

The city recenty put a white sign with the names of the 
businesses that are open, but Vu said it’s overshadowed by the 
much larger detour and “road closed” sign.

“You hear Edgewood and everybody just cringes,” Steven Buchwald, 
Lighting Loft manager said. “It’s harder to see the businesses open 
sign. Your gut reaction is to turn around.”

The year-long bridge replacement work comes as the Atlanta 
Streetcar project is underway at Boulevard and Edgewood, in effect, 
sandwiching the businesses between dual construction initiatives. 
The new bridge is on-track to open in April 2014.
